Chapin SC 29036
From I-26:

Exit #101 West - Hwy 76/Hwy176 (Broad River Rd) toward Ballentine-White Rock 

Go approximately 8 miles (from exit 101)

Note: keep straight where Highways split – stay on Highway 76 toward Ballentine

Church is on left

From Hwy 6:
Go to Ballentine

Turn Left onto Hwy 76 toward Chapin

Go approximately 5 miles (from Ballentine)

Church is on left

From Chapin: 
Take Chapin Rd (Hwy 76) toward Ballentine

Go approximately 3 miles (from Chapin)

Note: road turns into Dutch Fork Rd (Hwy 76)

Church is on right
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
