On the first day after networking, meeting, and making new friends all with a common cause, we gathered for dinner and awards.  The energy and emotion was high in the ballroom as the accolades were given for numerous successes for Relays in Region 3, which includes Relays out of the Columbia, Charleston, and Myrtle Beach American Cancer Society Offices.

We spent the next day attending fast paced “break out” sessions every hour learning techniques and sharing information on everything from team recruitment and motivation to cancer facts.  The purpose of these sessions was to enable every relay committee volunteer attending to be a leader in their Relay and to pass on the information they learned to others so that they can create the best, most productive Relay possible.

I came away from the summit not only with renewed energy and commitment but also with a gratitude for people like Dr. Clifford Schweinfest, a professor of medicine at MUSC, whose laboratory is able to work for a cure for cancer because of money raised by our Relays; Victoria Alger, a cancer survivor who volunteers in the Reach For Recovery program funded by our Relays giving help and hope to women fighting breast cancer; And, Lurline Jerry, a vivacious Darlington County volunteer who received a community development grant for a program to raise early detection and prostate cancer awareness in her community.  These are only a few of the people who had stories, experiences, and testimonies to share of the results of Relay For Life and the American Cancer Society.  I wish that every relay participant could meet and spend time with some of these wonderful people and know from their testimonies how important you all are to this cause…from the committee chairs to the track walkers we are all making a difference right here in our own community in the fight to eliminate cancer.

Chapin-Irmo Committee Adopted a Cancer Survivor Family for the Holidays 

The  Chapin-Irmo RFL Committee adopted a family in a local Columbia area community for the Holidays.  The mother has been going through treatment for breast cancer and the father has been out of work with back problems and was preparing to have surgery.  They have three children.  The family provided us a wish list of very practical gifts and we went shopping.    

Through the collective efforts of the Committee we were able to get everything that was on the family’s wish list, plus some additional items including a box for each family member of Relay For Life store items.   

I delivered the gifts the Thursday before Christmas.  I arrived to find nothing yet under the Christmas tree.   Upon unloading the car they repeatedly told me that we had brought too much stuff.  This is a family who may only need the help of others this one time.  The father will be able to return to work after recovering from surgery.  They would’ve probably fallen through the cracks and not received any help if we had not stepped in to help. 

Our efforts in adopting this family also facilitated the adoption of another family that was affected by cancer this year.  Sherri Sanford’s Sunday School Class from Chapin United Methodist Church adopted a cancer survivor’s family in our community.  My hope is that we will be able to continue this next year and expand the number of Cancer Survivor families that we can help.   I will talk with the ACS about challenging all the other Relay Committees throughout South Carolina to adopt a family and will help any of the Chapin-Irmo RFL teams in adopting a family. Now that we have the Holidays behind us, the 2003 Chapin-Irmo Relay For Life is in full swing.  Your Relay For Life Committee is out there recruiting survivors, teams, volunteers, and sponsors for our Relay.  Our Relay has been very successful in the last 4 years and we have plans to make the 5th Relay even bigger and better.  Here are 4 ways we will measure our success this year. 

First and the most important measure of our success is the number of survivors that we have to walk their victory lap in our Relay.  This year we have a goal to have over 100 Survivors walk.  Please invite every survivor that you know to join us for the Kickoff and for the Survivors Victory Lap and Reception at the Relay.  We will have golf carts for survivors to ride if they are unable to walk the lap.  Have survivors call Lynda Wales at 359-9468 to register and for more information.

The second way we measure our success is through the number of teams and the money that they raise.  It is our goal to have 50 teams and raise $50,000.  This is a very aggressive goal considering that we raised $30,000 last year.  We have twice the number of committee members to recruit twice as many teams from a much larger recruiting area which includes the communities of Chapin, Irmo, Ballentine, White Rock, Little Mountain, Dutch Fork, St. Andrews, and Harbison. We want the entire $50,000 that is raised to go to the American Cancer Society so another goal is to have all Relay costs underwritten by sponsors.  We are recruiting sponsors who will donate goods and services, sponsors who will give money that will be used to underwrite expenses that we can’t get donated, and sponsors whose money will go towards our $50,000 goal.  Sponsors get advertisement that the Relay has to offer at their sponsorship level. Another important goal is to get as many people to come to Relay For Life in our community as we possibly can.  Our goal is to get more than 2000 people to attend Relay this year.  We need people to attend so that they can get the information that the ACS has to share about cancer prevention, early detection, and where to get help if you or someone that you care about is diagnosed with cancer.  Information is power in the fight against cancer and the ACS wants to share that information with everyone who attends Relay For Life.

Thanks to all of you who have been working so hard for this cause.  One day we will have a cure for cancer and we will all proudly look back and say that we had a part in that.
